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Suggestions: Begin by picking a sound or two to target. Strategically 
incorporate the sound into a play routine, a daily routine, or when 
reading books together. Next, structure the play routine so your toddler 
knows the target sound will predictably be prompted at a particular 
time. Pair the sound with a gesture, expressive facial expression, or sign 
so the child has multiple forms of support, if needed. Remember these 
are FUN sounds to say, so be sure to have FUN saying them while 
playing with your little one.
